• pH > 6 = 0

• Hydric Soils = 0

• Excessively drained = 0

• Somewhat excessively drained = 1

• Well drained = 3

• Moderately well drained = 3

• Somewhat poorly drained = 2

• Poorly drained = 1

• Very poorly drained = 0

• Calcium Carbonate = 0



Site Index - Attributes

• Good = > 70

• Marginal = 60 – 70

• Low = < 60
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
